Commentary on licensing policy

The following extracts from Brighton & Hove Licensing Policy are considered
relevant to
this application and numbered as they appear in the policy:

General

1.2  Thelicensing objectives are:-

a) prevention of crime and disorder;
b) public safety;

c) prevention of public nuisance;

d) protection of children from harm.

1.4 Each application will be given individual consideration on its
merit. Nothing in this policy shall undermine the right of any
individual to apply under the terms of the Act for a variety of
permissions and to have any such applicafion considered on its
individual merits. Similarly, nothing in this policy shall override the
right of any person to make representations on an application or
seek areview of a licence or certificate where provision has been
made for them to do so in the Act

1.14 Licensing law is not the primary mechanism for the general
conftrol of nuisance and anti-social behaviour by individuals once
they are away from the licensed premises and, therefore, beyond
the direct control of the individual, club or business holding the
licence, certificate or authorisation concerned. Licensing is about
the control of licensed premises, qualifying clubs and temporary
events within the terms of the Act, and the conditions attached to
licences, cerfificates and permissions will be focused on matters
which are within the control of the licensee and will centre on the
premises themselves and their immediate vicinity. When considering
these terms and conditions the licensing authority will primarily focus
on the direct impact of the activities taking place at the licensed
premises on members of the public living, working or engaged in
normal activity in the area concerned.

In respect of the prevention of children from harm

5.1 Licensees should note the concern of the authority that drink
related disorder frequently involves under 18’s. To prevent illegal
purchases of alcohol by such persons, the committee recommend that
all licensees should work with a suitable ‘proof of age’ scheme and
ensure that appropriate identification is requested prior to enfry and
when requesting alcohol, where appropriate. Appropriate forms of
identification are currently considered to be the following:

» Driving Licence



= Passport

» Citizens Card

= Connexions Card

= Validate Card

= Portman Card

Itis the committee’s expectation that all staff responsible for the
sale of intoxicating liquor receive information and advice on the
licensing laws relating to children and young persons in licensed
premises. Licensed premises staff are required to take reasonable
steps to prevent under age sales. The licensing authority will not
seek to limit the access of children to any premises unless it is
necessary for the prevention of physical, moral or psychological
harm to them.

5.3 The licensing authority will not seek to require that access to any
premises is given to children at all times — under normal circumstances
this will be left to the discretfion of the licensee. The following areas give
rise to concern in respect of children, who will hormally be excluded
from premises:-

¢ where there have been convictions for serving alcohol to minors or
with a reputation for underage drinking;

e with a known association with drug taking or dealing;

¢ where there is a strong element of gambling on the premises;

e where entertainment of an adult or sexual nature is commonly
provided.

e where premises are used primarily or exclusively for the sale and
consumption of alcohol and there is littfle or no seating for patrons

Options may include:-

e limitations on the hours when children may be present;

e age limitations (below 18);

e limitations or exclusions when certain activities are taking place;
erequirements for an accompanying adult;

o full exclusion of people under 18.
