We the undersigned petition Brighton & Hove Council to re-open the mutual 
exchange, so social tenants can choose to move. 
 
Many of us were in the middle of exchanges when they were cancelled in 
March 2020 due to Covid, everywhere is now getting back to the new normal, 
work, schools, pubs etc. well everywhere except our council, private tenants 
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renting or buying have been able to move since 4/5/20 but still nothing is 
happening with Brighton and Hove mutual exchange, I bet I’m not the only 
person in our city who is desperate for this service to open, and even after 
contacting 3/4 Labour councillors and lots of other council staff nobody seems 
to have an answer of when we will be able to move.
