Residents’ parking in Sudeley Terrace, Kemp Town, Brighton. 
 
I would like this letter to be placed on the agenda of the Environment Cabinet 
Member’s Meeting for 23rd December.  
 
Having been contacted by residents of Sudeley Terrace, I would like to request that 
the current parking arrangements are reviewed and that consideration is given to 
the provision of resident permit parking only on the southern side of the street. 
 
At present there is a shared pay-and-display / resident permit system on one side 
of the street with the other side being given over to disabled parking bays.  This 
restricts the amount of parking available to residents of the street quite 
considerably. 
 
The available parking bays in the street, that is adjacent to the Royal Sussex 
County Hospital, are already under pressure from ambulances, delivery lorries etc 
as well as  
general hospital traffic and with the hospital set to be expanded, residents would 
like their parking to be protected.
