In assessing the suitability of sites for Park and
Ride, the Local Planning Authority will

have regard to issues of viability and deliverability
and will need to be satisfied that the following
planning considerations are met :

1. there will be a sequential approach to a site
search where it should be demonstrated that
existing major car parks in the outer built-up
area cannot be secured for Park and Ride
use as part of their current or proposed use,
followed then by other sites within the outer
built-up area before looking beyond the built-
up area boundary;

2. there will be safe and easy access to the site
from the main road network;
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3. sites will be in locations that will support or
help extend the existing public transport
network;

4. there will be no significant adverse effects on
residential amenity and the built and natural
environment in the area.

5. sites will be subject to an environmental
impact assessment, where appropriate, and
measures will be taken to ensure that any
adverse impacts are minimised to an
acceptable level; and

6. Park and Ride locations will not have a
significant adverse impact on the South
Downs National Park, sites of European
Nature Conservation Importance and other
national and local designations.
